Let us receive new life in Him as we confess our sins in penitence and faith 
After a pause to meditate and reflect, all say together:

Almighty God, our heavenly Father,

we have sinned against You and against our neighbour in thought and word and deed;
through negligence, through weakness, through our own deliberate fault.

We are truly sorry and repent of all our sins.

For the sake of Your Son Jesus Christ, who died for us,

forgive us all that is past and grant that we may serve You in newness of life

to the glory of Your name.  Amen
The Priest offers God’s promise of pardon with these or similar words:

Almighty God, who forgives the sins of all who truly repent,

have mercy upon you, pardon and deliver you from all your sins

confirm and strengthen you in all goodness

and keep you in life eternal through Jesus Christ our Lord.

The Communion

The Priest gives the invitation to communion with these or similar words:



These are God’s holy gifts for God’s holy people

Then may be said the following prayer (known as The Prayer of Humble Access)
We do not presume to come to this Your table, merciful Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but in Your manifold and great mercies.  We are not worthy so much as to gather up the crumbs under Your table.  But You are the same Lord whose nature is always to have mercy.  
Grant us therefore, gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of Your dear Son Jesus Christ and to drink His blood, that our sinful bodies may be made clean by His body and our souls washed through
His most precious blood, and that we may evermore dwell in Him and He in us.  Amen.

When the people are not able to be present to make their communion, the Body and Blood of Christ are received symbolically by the Priest for all the people. An assistant may receive only the bread in accordance with the guidelines of our bishops in this time of pandemic.

Spiritual Communion of the people of God

During this unprecedented  time of Global Emergency when we are unable to come together in one place, the people are invited to make a spiritual communion.  By your yearning and desire to be present with Christ in this Sacrament, you are joined with Him in the Holy Communion He promised to His people.
You may find this prayer to be helpful:

Grant, O Lord Jesus Christ, that as the hem of Your garment, touched in faith, healed the woman who could not touch Your Body, so may my soul be healed and renewed by such trust and faith in You. Although I cannot receive the substance of Your Body and Blood now, by Your tender mercy, feed my soul by Your very presence with me at this time and always.  Amen.
Before the ablutions, we may all say together:

In union, O Dear Lord Jesus, with the faithful at every altar and those who must watch from afar, we offer to You our praise and thanksgiving.  We present to You our souls and bodies, with the earnest wish that we may ever be united to You.  And those of us who cannot now receive You in a physical Sacrament ask that You would come spiritually into our hearts.  We all desire to unite ourselves to You, and to embrace You with all the affections of our souls.  O Let nothing ever separate us from You, that we may ever live and die in Your love, in whose name we gather and pray.  Amen.

Post Communion 

The appointed Prayer after Communion for this Sunday is said by the Priest, 

Then together we pray:

Almighty God, we thank You for feeding us with the body and blood of Your Son Jesus Christ.  Through Him we offer You our souls and bodies to be a living sacrifice.  
Send us out in the power of Your Spirit to live and work to Your praise and glory.  Amen
The Priest pronounces the Blessing of God over the People 
The Peace of God, which passes all understanding, keep your hearts and minds in the knowledge and love of God, and of His Son Jesus Christ our Lord; and the blessing of God almighty,

God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit, be among you in this Easter Season 

and remain with you always.
